P R E F A C E

This Guide is one of a series of finding aids describing the declassified seized German records deposited in the National Archives, The
series was initiated by the Microfilming Project of the Committee for the Study of War Documents of the American Historical Association in co-
operation with the National Archives and the Department of the Army. With the termination of the Microfilming Project in July 1963, the
National Archives assumed sole responsibility for the reproduction of records and the preparation of Guides,

This is one of a number of Guides projected to describe the records of the German Army field commands. These records are being micro-
filmed in five groups: Records of Army Groups, Records of Armies, Records of Corps, Records of Divisions, and Occupation and Other Records.

Constituting Part I of corps records, this Guide describes the contents of 237 microfilm rolls reproducing the records for the World
War II period (with some earlier records) of the following ten corps:

German Africa Corps Corps Headquarters Schneckenburger
Corps Feldt I Corps
Cavalry Corps II Corps
Corps Headquarters Lombardia III Panzer Corps
Corps Scheele IV Corps

Included are materials on the campaigns in Poland and in the West, 1939-4-0, 194-4--4-5; the occupation of France and other Western European areas;
and military operations in Africa, Italy, the Balkans, Hungary, the Soviet Union, and the Baltic States. Documents excluded from this Guide
are either duplicates or are deemed to have no permanent research value or are security classified.

The provenance to which the documents are attributed is the corps headquarters that originally kept the file, although a large pro-
portion of the items had in fact been retired by the units to the Heeresarchiv Potsdam for permanent retention. There an accession number
was stamped or written on the cover, and it is by this numbering system that the folders were organized in the World War II Records Divi-
sion and its predecessor, the Departmental Records Branch of the Department of the Army. All folders that had not gone through the Heeres-
archiv accessioning process before capture or had never been retired to the Heeresarchiv were given folder numbers in an extension of the
Heeresarchiv system using numbers above 75000, but otherwise following the Potsdam pattern. Considerable information on the fate of all
German military records during World War II, and especially on several fires with subsequent efforts to reconstruct the files, may be
found in the records of the Chef des Heeresarchiv in the German Army High Command. (These records were filmed in T-78, Rolls 1 - 38,
and are described in Guide No. 12 of this series).

The descriptive material for the corps was prepared on cards and each card has been filmed before the folder it describes. The
cards for all folders on one roll of film are also filmed at the beginning of that roll. This Guide contains the text of the cards,
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A short unit history and an organization index by staff section (Abteilung) precede the file item listing for each corps. The
unit history has also been filmed at the beginning of each roll of the unit's records.

The term "Roll" in the Guide refers to the sequence of the film. "1st Frame" gives the frame number of the first page of the
folder. The "Item No." is the identification symbol on the original folder. The "Item" provides (a) the abbreviation of the staff
section that originated the document, and (b) the title apnearing on the document cover or other information providing a general
idea of the contents of the item.

The original records have been returned to the Federal Republic of Germany. The microfilms have been deposited in the National
Archives, Washington, B.C., 20408, as microcopy T-3H.

Philip P. Brower served as Editor of the Guide. The descriptions for the six unnumbered corps were prepared by Dr. Willard Allen
Fletcher, Dr. Miriam Haskett, and Or. l̂ rederick Ounin of the AHA Microfilming Project. Those for the numbered corps were prepared by
Steven Pinter, Henni H. Schwarz, Thomas L. Dorpalen, and Katharina H. Posner under the supervision of Donald E. Spencer.

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RECORDS OF GERMAN FIELD COMMANDS: ARM CORPS (PART I)

Deutsches Afrika Korps (German Africa Corps)

The German Africa Corps was formed on February 9, 1941 to operate in close collabo-
ration with the XXI Italian Armored Corps. It was redesignated Panzer Group Africa
(Panzergruppe Afrika) in August 1941. On January 30, 1942, it became known as
Panzer Army Africa (Panzer-AOK Afrika). It entered Tunisia in the winter of 1942-
43, and was redesignated Army Group Tunis (Heeresgruppe Tunis) on February 23,
1943. In May 1943, it was destroyed by Allied forces. Throughout its existence
it was under the command of Field Marshal Erwin Rommel, except for the brief period
from September 22 to October 24, 1942, when it was under the command of General
Hans Stumme.

It withdrew through Poland into East Prussia and
took part in the fighting on the Narve line north of Warsaw in the latter part of
1944. Commanding Generals of the Cavalry Corps in 1944- were Gen. Oswin Grolig
and Gen. Gustav Harteneck.

It had the task of holding the
Danube Sector between the Morava and Tisza Rivers following the capitulation of
Bulgaria, and was charged with the evacuation of female personnel and civilian
employees. The Rumanians, former allies, were opposing this unit, as were
Russian columns. Its commander was General Schneckenburger, who was killed
in October 1944? after which the unit reverted to the command of the Commandant
of Belgrade.

The I Corps was formed in 1934 by the expansion of the 1st Division of the old
Heichswehr. It fought in Poland in 1939* had occupation duty there during the
fall and winter of 1939-1940, and took part in the campaign in the West, in
Belgium and France, May-July 1940. It was then transferred for occupation, duty
along the west coast of France and the Pyrenees Mountains up to the demarcation
line. The I Corps was transferred to East Prussia during the fall and winter of
1940-1941. From June 22, 1941, it fought on the Eastern front, chiefly in the
Lake Ilmen area. At the end of 1944 it retreated to Latvia and defended the
Latvian coast and the area around Libau during December 1944 and January 1945.

the West in 1940, and on the northern sector of the .astern front from 1941. In
early 1942 the r'orps was encircled "by the Russians and was threatened with destruc-
tion. For months it was supplied by air and was associated with the Demyansk air-
lift operation* In April 1942 contact was reestablished with the German front line,
and the Corps withdrew from the Demyansk pocket later in that year. It continued
operations on the northern sector of the -astern front until the end of the war.

III. Panzerkorps (ill Panzer Corps) 105

The III Panzer Corps was formed in 1934- as an infantry corps and corps-area head-
quarters by expansion of the 3rd Division of the old Reichswehr. It fought in
Poland in 1939 and in the West in 194-0 as the III Infantry Cotfps. The Corps shared in
the invasion of Russia as the III Panzer Corr>s and fought on the southern sector of
the Eastern front. It played an important role in the operations involving the cap-
ture of Kharkov and Rostov. In late 1944- the Corps took part in the defense of
Hungary.

IV. Armeekorps (IV Corps) 137

The IV Corps was formed in 1934 as an infantry corps and corps-area headquarters
by the expansion of the 4th Division of the old Reichswehr. It fought in Poland
in 1939 and in the West in 1940. The Corps took part in the Russian campaign and
fought on the southern sector of that front. For a short period (July 1941-Feb.
1942) the Corps was redesignated as Gruppe von Schwedler. The Corps was virtually
destroyed at Stalingrad in January 1943. It was reformed in the summer of 1943 as
the IV Infantry Corps. Later the Corps served on the southern sector of the Eastern
front. During the withdrawal from the lower Dnjestr in August 1944 the Corps suffered
severe casualties. Early in 1945 it was converted to the IV Panzer Corps. The Com-
mander was General Ulrich Kleemann.

This is one of a number of Guides describing the records
erf the German Army field commands. These records fall into
five categories: Records of Army Groups, Records of .Armies,
Records of Corps, Records of Divisions, and Occupational and
Other Recorcsc

This Guide, which constitutes Part II of records of the
corps, describes the contents of 206 rolls of microfilm re-
producing the records of the V - IX Corps* The records in-
clude material on the campaigns in Poland and in western
Europe in IS39-40 and against the Soviet Union in 1941-45.

The provenance to which the documents are attributed is
the army headquarters that originally kept the file, although
a large proportion of the items had in fact been retired by
the units to the Heeresarchiv Potsdam for permanent retention.
There an accession number was stamped or written on the cover,
and it is by this numbering sysce-a that the folders were organ-
ized in the World War II Records Division and its predecessor,
the Departmental Records Branch of the Department of the Army,
which offices administered the records befors the assumption
of these duties by the National Archives. All folders ac-
cessicned by the Neeresarchiv were assigned numbers in se-
quence and logged in by unit in the Potsdam Catalog. All

such folders bear numbers below 75,000, Folders that had not
gone through the Heeresarchiv accessioning process before
capture or had never been retired to the Heeresarchiv were
given foldor numbers in an extension of the Heeresarchiv
system using numbers above 75,000, but otherwise following
the Potsdam pattern. Considerable information on the fate
of all German military records during World War II, includ-
ing information on several destructive fires and subsequent
efforts to reconstruct records that were burned, may be found
in the files of the Chef der Heeresarchive in the German Army
High Command. (These records were filmed as Microcopy No, T-78,
Rolls 1-38, and are described in Guide No. 12 of this series.)

The descriptive material for the corps was prepared on cards
and each card has been filmed before the folder it describes.
The cards for all folders on one roll of film are also filmed
at the beginning of that roll. This Guide contains the text
of the cards.

A short unit history and an organization index by staff sec-
tion (Abteilung) precede the file item listing for each corps.
The unit history has also been filmed at ihe I ginning of each
roll of the unit's records.

The term "Roll" in the Guide refers to the sequence of the film.
"1st Frame" gives the frame number of the first page of the folder.
The "Item No." is the identification symbol on the original folder.
The "Item" provides (a) the abbreviation of the staff section that
originated the document, (b) the title appearing on the folder cover,
(c) additional information providing a general idea of the contents,
and (d) the inclusive dates of the file item.

The original records have been returned to the Federal Re-
public of Germany. The microfilm has been deposited as Microcopy
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T -314 with the Publications Sales Branch, National Archives,
Washington, D0C. 20408. The microfilm may be consulted at
the National Archives or copies may be ordered. A price
list will be found at the end of the Guide.

RECORDS OF GERMAN FIELD COMMANDS: CORPS (Part II)

V. Armeekorps (V Army Corps)

The V Army Corps was formed in 1934 by expansion of the 5th Division of
the old Reichswehr. Elements of the corps were enraged in the campaign
in Poland in 1939. The corps participated in the western campaign in 1940
and was stationed in occupied western Europe until its transfer to East
Prussia in the spring of 1941- It fought in the central sector .of the
eastern front from June 1941 to July 1942, when it was transferred to the
Krasnodar area in the southern sector to replace the LVII Army Corps. The
corps, together with Rumanian units, was responsible for the defense of
the Black Sea ports and resorts of Novorossisk, Anapa, and Kerch ano for
the withdrawal via the Kerch Peninsula to the Crimea in late 1943. In the
spring of 1944 it withdrew from the Crimea t^ Rumania and Hungary.

VII. Armeekorps (VTI Army Corps)

The VTI Array Corps was formed in 1934- as an infantry corps and corps-
area headquarters by expansion of the 7th Division of the old Reichs-
wehr. The corns fought in Poland in 1939 and in the ̂ est in 194-0.
From June 194-1 it was continuously engaged in the central sector of
the eastern front, advancing via Bialystock, Mogilev, and Roslavl,
toward Foscov,butwas forced to withdraw to Gzhatsk early in 194-2.
From June to ceptember 194-2, the corDS operated in the Kur'sk-Voronezh-
Stary-Oskol area, evacuating the Voronezh bridgehead in September 194-2,
and withdrawing in early 1943 to the Sumy-Rylsk area. It subsequently
withdrew to Kiev in the fall of 1943 and abandoned the Kiev bridgehead
in October 1943. Early in 1944- the corps operated In the southern sec-
tor of the eastern front.

76 VIII. Armeekorps (VIII Army Corps)

The VIII Army Corps was formed in 1935 as a corps and corps-area head-
quarters. It fought in Poland in 1939 and in the West in 1940. In
June 194-1 the corps advanced in the central sector of the eastern front
via Grodno-Vitebsk-Demidov-Smolensk, approaching Moscow. In November
1941 it was transferred to France for regrouping, reorganization, and
further training, returning to the Russian front in March 1942 for as-
signment to the Izyum-Kharkov area in the southern sector. Late in
194-2 the corps was operating in the Stalingrad area and was destroyed
there. Reformed as Corps Hb'hne in March 1943, it was engaged in the
northern sector in the Lake Ilmen area, along the line Vitebsk-Kholm-
Staraya Russa and along the Velikaya River. In early 1944- the corps
withdrew to Kovel near the Polish border and later crossed the
Vistula River into Poland,

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The IX Army Corps was formed in 1935 as a corps and corps-area head-
quarters. It fought in the West in 194-0, and subsequently in the
central sector of the eastern front. After crossing the Bug River
at the start of the invasion, it reached a point just west of Moscow
in December 1941o Forced back to Gzhatsk early in 1942, the corps
was engaged in positional warfare until, in early 1943, it withdrew
to the "Buffel" positions in the Vyazma-Yelnya areas. In the summer
of 1943, the corps withdrew to the "Panther" positions east of Gorki.
It was forced to retreat early in 1944 to the Vitebsk-Gorodok-Polotsk
areas, ultimately withdrawing via Lithuania to East Prussia late in
1944, and then to Germany proper.

This Guide is one of a series of finding aids describing
the seized German records deposited in the National Archives.
The series was initiated by the Microfilming Project of the
Committee for the Study of War Documents of the American His-
torical Association in cooperation with the National Archives
and the Department of the Army. With the termination of the
AHA project in July 1963, the National Archives assumed sole
responsibility for the reproduction of records and the pre-
paration of Guides.

This is one of a number of Guides describing the records
of the German Army field commands. These records fall into
five categories: Records of Army Groups, Records of Armies,
Records of Corps, Records of Divisions, and Occupational and
Other Records.

This Guide, which constitutes Part III of records of the
corps, describes the contents of 160 rolls of microfilm re-
producing the records of the X - XVII Corps. The records in-
clude material on the seizure and occupation of Austria and
the Sudetenland in 1938 and Bohemia and Moravia in 1939, the
campaigns in Poland and in western Europe in 1939-40, in the
Balkans in 194-1, against the Soviet Union in 1941-45, and in
Italy in 1943-44. Also included is material covering occupa-
tion duty and antipartisan warfare in Yugoslavia in 1943-44.

The provenance to which the documents are attributed is
the army headquarters that originally kept the file, although
a large proportion of the items had in fact been retired by
the units to the Heeresarchiv Potsdam for permanent retention.
There an accession number was stamped or written on the cover,
and it is by this numbering system that the folders were organ-
ized in the World War II Records Division and its predecessor,
the Departmental Records Branch of the Department of the Army,
which offices administered the records before the assumption

of these duties by the National Archives. All folders ac-
cessioned by the Heeresarchiv were assigned numbers in se-
quence and logged in by unit in the Potsdam Catalog. All
such folders bear numbers below 75,000. Folders that had
not gone through the Heeresarchiv accessioning process be-
fore capture or had never been retired to the Heeresarchiv
were given folder numbers in an extension of the Heeres-
archiv system using numbers above 75,000, but otherwise
following the Potsdam pattern. Considerable information
on the fate of all German military records during World
War II, including information on several destructive
fires and subsequent efforts to reconstruct records that
were burned, may be found in the files of the Chef der
Heeresarchive in the German Army High Command. (These
records were filmed as Microcopy No. T-78, Rolls 1-38,
and are described in Guide No. 12 of this series.)

The descriptive material for the corps was prepared
on cards and each card has been filmed before the folder
it describes. The cards for all folders on one roll of
film are also filmed at the beginning of that roll. This
Guide contains the text of the cards.

A short unit history precedes the file item listing"
for each corps. The unit history has also been filmed at
the beginning of each roll of the unit's records..

The term "Roll" in the Guide refers to the sequence
of the film. "1st Frame" gives the frame number of the
first page of the folder. The "Item No." is the identifi-
cation symbol on the original folder. The "Item" pro-
vides (a) the abbreviation of the staff section that origi-
nated the document, (b) the title appearing on the folder
cover, and (c) additional information providing a general
idea of the contents. The inclusive dates of the file item
are given under a "Date" column.
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The original records have been returned to the Federal
Republic of Germany. The microfilm has been deposited with
the Publications Sales Branch, National Archives, Washington,
B.C. 20408, as Microcopy T-314. The microfilm may be con-
sulted at the National Archives or copies may be ordered.
A price list is included at the end of the Guide.

X. Armeekorps (X Army Corps)

The X Army Corps was formed in 1935 as a corps and corps-area headquarters.
It fought in Poland in 1939 and in the West in 194-0. The corps played a sig-
nificant part in the encircling operations which rolled up the Allied bridge-
head at Dunkirk. It participated in the initial assault against Russia in
June 194-1, crossing the Memel River and proceeding northward to Porkhov and
Staraya Russa. The corps was continuously engaged in the Lake Ilmen area,
centering around Staraya Russa and east of the Lovat River, until the latter
part of 194-3. It then withdrew to the vicinity of Michalkino. Early in 1944
the corps was engaged in farther withdrawal action south and westward, and in
194-4- it retreated to the Riga defensive position in Latvia.

The XI Army Corps was formed in 1936 as a corps and corps-area headquarters.
It fought in Poland in J939 o^d in the western ce^paign in 1940. From Feb-
ruary to May 1941 the corps operated in Yugoslavia. Trc-.nsferrin; t» Rumania,
it advanced into Russia in June 1941 via the Prut and Dniester I' vers to
Kremenchug and Mariupol on the Sea of Azov in the southern sector of the
eastern front. In May 1942 it participated in the battle of Izyum, colla-
borating with Rumanian and other forces in the destruction of two Russian
armies in the Izyum pocket. The corps fought on the Stalingrad front from
November 1942 to January 1943 and was destroyed there. Corps Command for
Special Employment Raus (Gen. Kdo. z.b.V. Raus), which was known for a
short time as Corps Command for Special Employment Cramer (Gen. Kdo. z.b.V.
Cramer), was formed early in 1943. This unit was renamed XI Army Corps on
July 20, 1943. It withdrew over the Dnieper to Kherson, and in February
1944 was encircled there, together with the XLII Corps. Liberated by the
8th Army and the 1st Panzer Army, it was refitted ^nd assigned to the
1st Hungarian Army in April 1944, participating in defensive action in
the Carpathian Mountains region. In September 1944 the corps was iden-
tified in southeast Poland and in eastern Slovakia.

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The XIII Army Corps was formed In 1936-37 as a corps and corps-^rea head-
quarters. It participated in the seizure and occupatlc^ cf Austria, the
Sudeten area, and Czechoslovakia and fought in Poland in 1939 and in the
West in 1940. In June 1941 it invaded Russia, advancing en the central
sector of the eastern front via Baranovichi. Rcgachev, Mogilev, to the
Desna River and beyond to Serpukhov near Moscow. Early in 1942 the corps
was engaged in offensive and defensive operations in the Ressa-Ugra posi-
tions and at Yukhnov and Kirov. In May 1942 it w^s transferred to the
Kursk-Orel area on the southern sector of the eastern front and partici-
pated in fierce defensive battles for Voronezh. In January 1943 it with-
drew from Voronezh, ultimately falling back to the western banks of the
Dnieper and engaging in the defense of Kiev.

XIV. Panzerkorps (XIV Panzer Gorpsi

The XIV Panzer Corps was formed in 1936-37 to take command of units in the
process of motorization. It fought as the XIV Motorized Corps in Poland
in 1939 and in the West in 1940, and as the XIV Panzer Corps in the Balkans
in April 1941. In June 1941 it invaded Russia on the southern sector of
the eastern front, advancing via Lvov, Tarnopol, and Zhitomir to Kremenchug
and Mirgorod, and south to Marfinskaya in the Mius sector. The corps was
destroyed at Stalingrad. Re-formed and reorganized at Dnepropetrovsk and
Zaporozhe in February 1943, it was transferred to the West and operated on
the Italian front from the summer of 1943 until October 1944. No informa-
tion is available about the corps beyond this date.

XV. Gebirgskorps (XV Mountain Corps)

The XV Mountain Corps was formed in the summer of 1943 and was stationed
in Croatia. It was assigned to pacify the area, to disarm Italian troops
following the surrender of Italy to the Allies, and to control the parti-
san movements in Croatia and the coastal areas of Dalmatia. The corps
was still there in December 1944 and was responsible for the lines of
communication and defense of the Dalmatian coast.

The series was initiated by the Microfilming Project of the
Committee for the Study of Wsr Documents of the American His-
torical Association in cooperation with the National Archives
and the Department of the Army. With the termination of the
AHA project in July 1963 > the National Archives assumed sole
responsibility for the reproduction of records and the pre-
paration of Guides.

is one of a number of Guides describing the records
of the German Army field commands. These records fall into
five categories: Records of Army Groups, Records of Armies,
Records of Corps, Records of Divisions, and Occupational and
Other Records.

This Guide, which constitutes Part IV of records of the
corps, describes the contents of 230 rolls of microfilm re-
producing records of the XVIII - XXVII Corps. The records in-
clude material on the annexation of Austria and the occupation of
the Sudetenland in 1938, the campaign in Poland in 1939, the
campaigns in Norway and western Europe in 1940, the campaigns in
the Balkans and Crete in 1941* and the campaign against the
Soviet Union, 1941-44, including the fighting in Finland. There
are also records on the occupation of Hungary in 1944, anti-
partisan warfare in the Balkans, and occupation duty in France.

Rolls 1631-1665 reproduce the Military Propaganda Archives
of the Intelligence Branch of the XVIII Corps ( Generalkommando
XVIII Armeekcrps, Ic Wehrpropaganda Archiv) comprising photo-
graphs, experience reports, essays, press reports, newspaper
clippings, and other material covering most of the campaigns
mentioned in the above paragraph and smaller amounts of material
on World War I and earlier military history, on military and
political events between the two world wars, on the campaign
in North Africa and Italy during World War II, on the German

Havy, on German-Italian-Japanese relations, and on the war
in the Pacific.

The provenance to which the documents are attributed is
the army headquarters that originally kept the file, although
a large proportion of the items had in fact been retired "07
the units to the Heeresarchiv Potsdam for permanent retention.
There an accession number was stamped or written on tne cover,
and it is by this numbering system that the folders were organ-
ized in the World War II Records Division and its predecessor,
the Departmental Records Branch of the Department of the /jrmy,
which office administered the records before the assumption
of these duties by the National Archives. All folders acces-
sioned by the Heeresarchiv were assigned numbers in sequence
and logged in by unit in the Potsdam Catalog. All such âld-
ers bear numbers below 75,000. Folders that had no: gone
through the Heeresarchiv accessioning process befort carture
or had never been retired to the Heeresarchiv were giver,
folder numbers in an extension of the Heeresarchiv system
using numbers above 75,000, but otherwise following ~^B
Potsdam pattern.

Considerable information on the fate of Germany*: mili-
tary records during World War II, including information on
several destructive fires and subsequent efforts to recon-
struct records that were burned, may be found in the files
of the Chef der Heeresarchive in the German Army Hip
Command. (These records were filmed as Microcopy N?. T-78,
Rolls 1-38, and are described in Guide No. 12 of this series.)

The descriptive material for the units was prepared on
cards and each card has been filmed before the foldsr it de-
scribes. The cards for all folders on one roll of film are
also filmed at the beginning of that roll. The basic infor-
mation contained on these cards was used in compiling the
entries for the Guide.
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A short unit history precedes the file item listing for
each corps. The unit's history has also been filmed at the
beginning of each roll of who unit's records.

The term "Roll" in the Guide refers to the sequence of
the film. "1st Frsme" gives the frame nu&ber of the first
page of the folder. The "Item No." is the identification
symbol on the original folder. The "Item" provides (a) the
abbreviation of the staff section that originated the docu-
ment, (b) the title appearing on the folder cover, and (c)
additional information providing a general idea of the con-
tents. The inclusive dates of the file item are given under
a "Date" Column.

The original records have been returned to the Federal
Republic of Germany. The microfilm has been deposited with
the Publications Sales Branch, National Archives, Washington,
D.C. 20408, as Microcopy T-3H. The microfilm may be con-
sulted at the National Archives or copies may be ordered.
A price list is included at the end of the Guide.

XVIII. Gebirgskorps (XVIII Mountain Corps)

The XVIII Corps was formed in 1938 as an army corps and corps-area headquar-
ters after the annexation of Austria. It fought in Poland in September 1939,
in the West in May 194-0, and in the Balkans in the spring of 194-1. Reorgan-
ized as the XVIII Mountain Corps in 1941-42 and transferred to Finland it
fought in the Finnish campaign until the autumn of 1944, when it withdrew
through northern Finland to Norway.

The Intelligence Branch of the XVIII Army Corps produced or assembled for propa-
ganda use the Military Propaganda Archives comprising photographs, experience re-
ports, essays, press reports, newspapers and newspaper clippings, periodicals, pam-
phlets, maps, and overlays. These records portray military events before and during
World War II, including the annexation of Austria, the occupation of the Sudetenland,
and the campaign against Poland, Norway, France, Belgium, the Balkans, and Soviet
Russia, as well as political events, army celebrations, training, maneuvers, life in
the occupied areas, and other subjects.

The records are identified by Roman numerials representing a geographical area or
a subject, followed by the letter A, B, or C (A items are photographs, B items are
essays, experience reports, or press material, and C items are maps and overlays),
and by an Arabic number. For example, item V-A1 comprises photographs pertaining
to the occupation of the Sudetenland. There are 166 folders in Category A con-
taining 9,808 photographs (2 3/4 by 4-, 4- by 5 3/4, or 7 by 9 1/2 inches in size)
mounted on 8 1/4 by 11 3/4 inch sheets; 163 folders in Category B; and four fold-
ers in Category C.

XXII. Gebirgskorps (XXII Mountain Corps)

The XXII Mountain Corps was formed in Greece in the late summer of
1943. It remained in the Balkans during most of 1944, its main task
being to carry on antiguerrilla warfare against Communist and nation-
alist underground organizations. In March 1944 the corps partici-
pated in Operation "Margarete" (the occupation of Hungary) and in
September 1944 it withdrew through Yugoslavia to southern Hungary.
It was still in the southern Hungarian sector in December of that
year.

The Guides to German Records Microfilmed at Alexandria, Va.
constitute a series of finding aids describing National -Archives
microfilm that reproduces seized records of German central, re- -
gional, and local government agencies, and of military commands
and units, as -well as of the Nazi Party, its formations, affili-
ated associations, and supervised organizations. The records
described in the Guides were created generally during the period
from 1920 to 191*5-

The series was initiated by the Microfilming Project of the
Committee for the Study of War Documents of the American His-
torical Association in cooperation with the National Archives
and the Department of the Army. With the termination of AHA
participation in July 19&3> *ne National Archives assumed sole
responsibility for the reproduction of records and the prepara-
tion of Guides.

This Guide is one of many in the series describing the records
of the German Army field commands which have been arranged by
unit and filmed in discrete microcopies according to their
military echelon as follows: Army Groups (Microcopy T-311)?
Armies (T-312), Panzer Armies (T-313), Corps (T-31̂ )5 Divisions
(T-315)? and Rear Areas, Occupied Territories, and Others (T-501).

Guide No. 60 (designated Part V of the projected seven Guides con-
cerning records of corps—Parts I-IV being Guides 6̂, 55 j 58, and
59) describes the contents of 202 rolls of Microcopy No. T-31̂  re-
producing records of the XXVIII. - XL. Armeekorps. These records
include material on the campaign in Poland in 1939* "the occupation
of Denmark in 19̂ 0, the occupation of Norway from 19̂ 0 to 19̂ *,
the campaigns in western Europe in 19̂ 0 and in 19̂  and 19̂ 5> the
occupation of France and the Netherlands from 19̂ 0 to 19̂ 2, the
Balkan campaign in 19̂ 1? the campaign against the Soviet Union
from 19Ul to 191*5, and operations in Finland from 19̂ *1 to 191*1*.

The provenance to which each record item is attributed is the
unit headquarters that created it (i.e., kept it on file),

although a large proportion of the items had in fact already
been retired to depositories of the Heeresarchiv Potsdam. There
accession numbers were assigned and stamped or written on the
covers in the order received, and the records were then cata-
loged by unit in the so-called "Potsdam Catalog." By the time
the records reached the United States, they were in rough ar-
rangement by unit. The National Archives has retained this
system inherited from its various American predecessor organiza-
tions, taking advantage of the circumstance that the original
Potsdam catalogs were acquired along with the seized field com-
mand records. The AHA and National Archives also followed this
arrangement in their joint and separate microfilm projects; how-
ever, some record items were filmed out of sequence because of
subsequent declassification or the discovery of previously mis-
laid or temporarily unavailable material, which accounts for
the occasional break in continuity of roll numbers in the Guides.
Record items not yet retired to the Heeresarchiv depositories
at the time of capture were assigned accession numbers above
753000 by American custodians in extension -of the original
Potsdam numbering scheme.

Considerable information on the fate of Germany's military
archives during World War II, including documentation of efforts
to reconstruct records destroyed in several wartime fires, may
be found in the files of the Chef des Heeresarchivs,OKH, filmed
as Microcopy T-7&, Rolls 1-38 and described in Guide No. 12 of
this series.

The records of these corps have been filmed selectively, with
emphasis on the war journals (Kriegstagebucher) and activity
reports (Tatigkeitsberichte) and their annexes (Anlagen) of the
Operations (la) and Intelligence (ic) staff sections, wherever
they are available. Some records of the Supply, Personnel,
Administrative, Medical, and Veterinary and other staff sections
assigned to corps headquarters were included, particularly for
those units whose operations and intelligence files were incom-
plete or missing. Map annexes (Kartenanlagen) consisting

exclusively of large maps difficult to put on microfilm were
generally omitted; maps interspersed among and integrated with
the textual records were filmed in several overlapping sections,
which, along with the loss of color markings, detracts consider-
ably from their value and ease of use.

A unit history precedes the file item listing for each corps.
These histories are a revised and expanded form of the shorter
unit histories filmed at the beginning of every roll reproducing
the records of each unit. The unit histories are based on infor-
mation found in the records, in the Potsdam catalogs, and on con-
temporary German daily situation maps, supplementing or correct-
ing the brief histories given in the Order of Battle of the
German Army, War Department, Washington, March 19̂ 5- A data card
describing each filmed record item has been filmed immediately
preceding the folder it describes, and the cards for all folders
on one roll of film are again filmed together as a finding aid at
the beginning of that roll. The information contained on these
cards was used as a reference in compiling descriptive entries
for the Guide, but considerable revision was undertaken because
so many of these card descriptions were prepared hastily to main-
tain pace with filming and restitution schedules.

The term "Roll" in the Guide refers to the seq_uence of the film;
"1st Frame" gives the frame number of the first page of the
folder; "Item No." is the identification symbol on the original
folder. The "Item" provides (a) the abbreviation of the staff
section that originated the document, (b) the title appearing on
the folder cover, and (c) additional information providing a gen-
eral description of the contents. The inclusive dates of the
file item are given under a "Date" column.

The original records, filmed and unfilmed, have been returned
to the Federal Republic of Germany for deposit in the Bundes-
archiv-Militararchiv in Freiburg. The master negatives of Micro-
copy T-31̂  have been deposited with the Publications Sales Branch,
National Archives, Washington, D.C. 20̂ 08, from which copies of
specific rolls may be purchased. Reference copies may be consulted
in the microfilm reading room of the National Archives,

RECORDS OF THE GERMAN FIELD COMMANDS : CORPS (Part V)

XXVIII. Armeekorps ( XXVIII Army Corps)

The XXVIII Army Corps was formed in May 19*4-0 in Berlin, Wehrkreis III, and was immediately moved to
the western front, where it advanced through parts of southern Holland, through Belgium, and into
northern and western France. Its function during and after the western campaign was essentially
that of bringing up reserve divisions and of commanding units engaged in coastal occupation duty in
Normandy and Brittany. In April 19̂ 1 the Corps was transferred to East Prussia, with headquarters
at Friedland, to prepare for the campaign against the Soviet Union.

The XXX. Armeekorps was formed in 1939- It participated in the western campaign in 19̂ 0, was
transferred to East Prussia in July 19̂ 0, and to Rumania in January 19̂ 1. The Corps fought in the
Balkans in the spring of 19̂ 1 and on the eastern front from June 19̂ 1, advancing via Yampol on the
Dniester River to Mariupol. It then fought in the Crimea until the transfer of the Corps to the
Leningrad front in August 19̂ 2 where it took part in position defense south of Lake Ladoga. In
November 19̂ 2 the Corps was transferred to the Nevel area in the central sector, and in December
to the southern sector. On Decmeber 18, 19̂ 2, the Corps was designated Armee-Abteilung Fretter-
Pico and on February 3, 19̂ 3? it was redesignated the XXX. Armeekorps. From December 19̂ 2 to June
19̂  the Corps participated in defensive engagements as it retreated from the Don River to the
Tiraspol area along the Dniester River, to Izyum and Chuguev on the Donets River, southward to
Nikopol on the Dnieper River, then westward to Pervcmaiskon the Bug River via Krivoi Rog.

On May 25, 19*41, it became
Generalkommando XXXVIII. Armeekorps. It participated in the eastern campaign from June 19*41 and
advanced through the Baltic States to the Lake Ilmen area south of Leningrad. From April 19*42 to
June 19*4*4 the Corps took part in position defense in the Volkhov River sector. It then withdrew
from the Novgorod area and participated in rearguard engagements to the area south of Pskov. By
October 15, 19̂ > "the Corps had withdrawn from Russia to Latvia and Lithuania.

The XXXIX. Panzerkorps was formed in Wehrkreis IX in January 19̂ 0. In May
it took part in the campaign against Holland and Belgium. After the fall of
Rotterdam and the capitulation of the Dutch Army, the Corps moved to Aachen and
from there it took part in the campaign against France. The Corps remained in
France until May 19̂ -1, when it was transferred to Allenstein in East Prussia.
In June 19̂ -1 , it participated in the campaign against Russia in the northern
sector and took part in the battle for Leningrad. The Corps was transferred to
the central sector on July lU, 19̂ 2, where it fought in the battle of Kholm and
in the withdrawal to Smolensk in late 19̂ 3 and early 19̂ . In July 19̂ , it
suffered heavy losses in the encirclement east of Minsk.

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This Corps was formed in Lubeck, Wehrkreis X, on January 26, 19̂ 0, as Generalkommando XL. Armeekorps.
It fought in the western campaign in May- June 19̂ 0. After this campaign the Corps was transferred to
Breslau, Wehrkreis VIII, and then to Vienna, Wehrkreis XVII. In February 19̂ 1 it was transferred to
Rumania and then to Bulgaria for the planned attack against Yugoslavia and Greece in April 19̂ 1.

The Guides to German Records Microfilmed at Alexandria, Va.
constitute a series of finding aids describing National Archives
microfilm that reproduces seized records of German central, re-
gional, and local government agencies, and of military commands
and units, as well as of the Nazi Party, its formations, affili-
ated associations, and supervised organizations. The records
described in the Guides were created generally during the period
from 1920 to 191*5.

The series was initiated by the Microfilming Project of the
Committee for the Study of War Documents of the American His-
torical Association in cooperation with the National Archives
and the Department of the Army. With the termination of AHA
participation in July 19&3j ̂ he National Archives assumed
sole responsibility for the reproduction of records and the
preparation of Guides.

This Guide is one of many in the series describing the records
of the German Army field commands which have been arranged by
unit and filmed in discrete microcopies according to their
military echelon as follows: Army Groups (Microcopy T-31l)j
Armies (T-312), Panzer Armies (T-313)> Corps (T-31*0» Divisions
(T-315), and Rear Areas, Occupied Territories, and Others (T-501)

Guide No. 6l (designated Part VT of the projected seven Guides
concerning records of corps—Parts I-V being Guides ̂ 6, 55, and
58 through 60) describes the contents of 300 rolls of Microcopy
No. 1-31*4- reproducing records of the XLI. - LI. Armeekorps.
These records include material on the campaigns in western
Europe in 19*4-0 and in 19̂ 4-, the Balkan campaign in 19!*!, the
campaign against the Soviet Union from 19̂ 1 to 19̂ 53 and the
campaign in Italy from 19̂ 3 to 19̂ 5- Also included are records
covering occupation duty in Poland in 19̂ *0 and 19̂ *1 and in France
from 19̂ 0 to 191*2.

The provenance to which each record item is attributed is the
unit headquarters that created it (i.e., kept it on file),
although a large proportion of the items had in fact already
been retired to depositories of the Heeresarchiv Potsdam. There
accession numbers were assigned and stamped or written on the
covers in the order received, and the records were then cata-
loged by unit in the so-called "Potsdam Catalog." By the time
the records reached the United States, they were in rough ar-
rangement by unit. The National Archives has retained this
system inherited from its various American predecessor organi-
zations, taking advantage of the circumstance that the original
Potsdam catalogs were acquired along with the seized field com-
mand records. The AHA and National Archives also followed this
arrangement in their joint and separate microfilm projects; how-
ever, some items were filmed out of sequence because of subse-
quent declassification or the discovery of previously mislaid
or temporarily unavailable material, which accounts for the
occasional break in continuity of roll numbers in the Guides.
Record items not yet retired to the Heeresarchiv depositories
at the time of capture were assigned accession numbers above
759000 by American custodians in extension of the original
Potsdam numbering scheme.

Considerable information on the fate of Germany's military
archives during World War II, including documentation of efforts
to reconstruct records destroyed in several wartime fires, may be
found in the files of the Chef des Heeresarchivs,OKH, filmed as
Microcopy T-?8, Rolls 1-38 and described in Guide No. 12 of this
series.

The records of these corps have been filmed selectively, with
emphasis on the war journals (Kriegstagebucher) and activity
reports (Tatigkeitsberichte) and their annexes (Anlagen) of the
Operations (la) and Intelligence (ic) staff sections, wherever
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they are available. Some records of the Supply, Personnel,
Administrative, Medical, and Veterinary and other staff sec-
tions assigned to corps headquarters were included, particu-
larly for those units whose operations and intelligence files
were incomplete or missing. Map annexes (Kartenanlagen) con-
sisting exclusively of large maps difficult to put on micro-
film were generally omitted; maps interspersed among and inte-
grated with the textual records were filmed in several over-
lapping sections, which, along with the loss of color markings,
detracts considerably from their value and ease of use.

A unit history precedes the file item listing for each corps.
These histories are a revised and expanded form of the shorter
unit histories filmed at the beginning of every roll reproduc-
ing the records of each unit. The unit histories are based on
information found in the records, in the Potsdam catalogs, and
on contemporary German daily situation maps, supplementing or
correcting the brief histories given in the Order of Battle of
the German Army, War Department, Washington, March 19̂ 5- A
data card describing each filmed record item has been filmed
immediately preceding the folder it describes, and the cards
for all folders on one roll of film are again filmed as a find-
ing aid at the beginning of that roll. The information con-
tained on these cards was used as a reference in compiling

descriptive entries for the Guide, but considerable revision was
undertaken because so many of these descriptions were prepared
hastily to maintain pace with filming and restitution schedules.

The terra "Roll" in the Guide refers to the sequence of the film;
"1st Frame" gives the frame number of the first page of the fol-
der; "Item No." is the identification symbol on the original
folder. The "Item" provides (a) the abbreviation of the staff
section that originated the document, (b) the title appearing on
the folder cover, and (c) additional information providing a
general description of the contents. The inclusive dates of the
file item are given under a "Date" column.

The original records, filmed and unfilmed, have been returned to
the Federal Republic of Germany for deposit in the Bundesarchiv-
Militararchiv in Freiburg. The master negatives of Microcopy
T-31̂ - have been deposited with the Publications Sales Branch,
National Archives, Washington, D.C. 20̂ 08, from which copies
of specific rolls may be purchased. Reference copies may be
consulted in the microfilm reading room of the National Archives.

XLI. Panzerkorps (XLI Panzer Corps)

The XLI. Armeekorps was formed in February 19*4-0 in Wehrkreis
IV, Breslau, and transferred to Limburg in preparation for
Operation "Gelb" (invasion of Luxembourg, Holland, and
Belgium). On May 10, 19̂ 0, the Corps invaded the Low Coun-
tries and then participated in offensive engagements from
St. Quentin to Besancon via Bethune, Rethel, Bar-le-Duc, and
Chaumont. By June 23, 19̂ 0, it had moved to La Rochelle. In
March 19̂ 1 the Corps was transferred to Kecskemet, Hungary,
in preparation for the invasion of Yugoslavia. During April
19̂ 1 it took part in the conquest of Yugoslavia. Upon comple-
tion . of this campaign the Corps returned to the Kecskemet
area and was then transferred to East Prussia in preparation
for Operation "Barbarossa" (invasion of Russia). On June 22,
19̂ 1 it invaded Lithuania from the Memel area and advanced
through the Baltic States to the Leningrad front. In October
19̂ 1 the Corps was transferred to the central sector where it
advanced toward Moscow via Vyazma, Bryansk, and Kalinin to
the Moscow-Volga Canal. In December 19̂ 1 the Corps withdrew
to the Gzhatsk, Zubtsov, and Rzhev areas. During 19̂ 2 it
participated in defensive engagements in the Zubtsov, Smolensk,
Bryansk, Kozelsk, Zhizdra, Bely, Nikitinka, and Lomonosovo
areas. On July 7, 19̂ 2, the Corps was redesignated XLI. Pan-
zerkorps . On the same date Panzerkorps Harpe was formed from
components of the XLI. Panzerkorps with the mission of pre-
venting a breakthrough of encircled Russian forces at Bely;
it was disbanded on July Ik. During January 19̂ 3 it took part
in antipartisan action in the Nikitinka, Yartsevo, Vyazma, and

XLII. Ameekorps (XLII Army Corps)

The XLII. Armeekorps was formed in February 19*40 in Regensburg.
In May 19̂ -0 it was transferred to the western front where it
took part in combat operations from St. Michel to Bourges dur-
ing the latter part of the French campaign. Retained in north-
ern France and Belgium for occupation and coastal security
duty, the Corps also rendered agricultural assistance. In June
19*41 it was transferred to East Prussia. On June 22 the Corps
participated in the campaign on the eastern front, northern sec-
tor, by invading Lithuania and advancing through the Baltic
States to the Leningrad front. During October of 19*41 it was
transferred from the Leningrad front to the Crimea via Parnu,
Riga, Konigsberg, Dresden, Prague, Vienna, Budapest, Bendery,
and Nikolaev. From November 19*4-1 to May 19̂ -2 the Corps took
part in offensive engagements in the Kerch Peninsula. On May
20, 19̂ -2, it was redesignated Gruppe Mattenklott and had as
its mission the defense and security of the Kerch Peninsula

rntil July 25, 19̂ 2. The Corps then participated as Befehls-
haber Krim in the defense and security of the Crimea until
April 19*4.3. During August and September 19̂ 2 some of its
subordinate units took part in the occupation of the Taman
Peninsula. In April 19̂ 3 the Corps was transferred to Kharkov
via Zaparozhe and Poltava. It participated in defensive engage-
ments during the Russian offensive in the Kharkov area and then
took part in Operation "Zitadelle" (counteroffensive in the
Donets River sector).

XLIII. Armeekorps (XLIII Army Corps)

The XLIII. Armeekorps was formed in the spring of 19̂ 0. It
participated in -the western campaign and in July 19̂ 0 was in
the Rouen area. In March 19̂ 1 the Corps was transferred to
the Tomaszow area in Poland, where it prepared for the Russian
campaign. On June 22, 19̂ 1, the Corps began its offensive
across the Bug River and advanced to the Bialystok (Belostok)-
Slonim area and across the Berezina River. It then advanced
to Bryansk via Bobruisk, Zhlobin, Gomel, and Mglin. The Corps
took part in diversionary engagements -southward via Klintsy,
Berezna, and Chernigov to assist in the capture of Kiev, as
ordered by Hitler. After the completion of this mission it
returned to the central sector. During October 19̂ 1 the Corps
defended the Roslavl area against Timoshenko's army offensive
and then advanced again toward Moscow, capturing Tula. In
December 19̂ -1 the Corps withdrew to winter positions in the

Kaluga and Ugra River areas, in February 19̂ 2 to the Yukhnov
area, and late? to the Vyazma area. In the summer "of 19̂ 2 it
participated in attacks on Kirov and Mosalsk and mopping-up
action in the Dorogobuzh area.

XLIV. Armeekorps (XLIV Army Corps)

The XLIV. Armeekorps was activated in Wehrkreis XVII, Vienna,
in March 19̂ 0. In April it was transferred by road march to
Charleville via Dresden, Jena, Kassel, and St. Vith. During
the latter part of May 19̂ 0 the Corps participated in offen-
sive engagements from Charleville to Chateauroux via St.
Quentin, Laon, Soissons, Meaux, Fontainbleau, Orleans, and
Vierzon. In July 19̂ 0 it was transferred to Radom, Poland,
where it served as an occupation force and prepared for Opera-
tion Barbarossa (invasion of Russia). On June 22, 19̂ 1> it
invaded Russia in the southern sector and by December had ad-
vanced to the Slavyansk area via Lutsk, Rovno, Berdichev,
Belaya Tserkov, Verkhne-Dneprovsk, and Lozovaya. During the
winter and spring of 19̂ 2 it took part in defensive operations
in the Slavyansk and Izyum areas. In June 19̂ 2 the Corps par-
ticipated in Operations "Fridericus 1 \nd 2" (offensives in
the Izyum, Kupyansk, and Kharkov areas). During July it
crossed the Donets River in the Krasny-Liman area, advanced
toward the Don River in the Starobelsk area, then turned
southward and crossed the Don River in the Chakhty area, and

item

finally advanced to Krasnodar. From September 19̂ 2 to June
19̂ 3 the Corps took part in defensive operations in the area
south of the Kuban River to the Maikop area. From January 5
to February 12, 19̂ 3, the Corps was known as Gruppe de j
Angelis. In July 19̂ 3 it withdrew across the Straight of
Kerch into the Crimea and to the Ukraine, where it partici-
pated in the defense of Kherson. In the autumn of 19̂ 3 it
withdrew to defensive positions along the Dnieper River.
The Corps was under the command of General Koch, 19̂ 0-̂ -1
and Gen.d.Art. Maximilian de Angelis, Jan 26, 19̂ 2 - Nov 22,
19̂ 3* According to the contemporary daily situation maps
of H. Gr. Sudukraine, most elements of the XLIV. Armeekorps
(as well as of the XXX. and LII. AK, also assigned to AOK 6)
were surrounded and captured or destroyed on the east bank
of the Prut River due east of Husi, Rumania, in late August
I9kk. There were, however, neither among the seized records
nor among the accessions listed in the Potsdam Catalog any
records of the XLIV. AK dated later than December 31,

61) describes the contents of 334- rolls of Microcopy No. T-314
reproducing records of the LII. - XCI. Armeekorps and a few
records of the I. Armeekorps which were not available when Guide
No. 4.6 was issued. These records include material on the cam-
paign against the Soviet Union from 194-1 to 194-5, the campaign
•in Italy in 194-3 and 1944, did the • -extern campai'.yis. in 194-0 arid
1944-45. Also included are records covering occupation duty in
France from 194-0 to 194-4, in Poland from 1941 to 1944, in Yugo-
slavia from 1941 to 1944, in Norway from 1941 to 1945, on the

Channel Islands in 1942 and 1943, in Belgium from 1942 to 1944,
in the Netherlands from 1942 to 1945, in Italy in 1943 and 1944,
and in Greece in 1943 and 1944; and the occupation of Hungary in
1944.

The provenance to which each record item is attributed is the
unit headquarters that created it (i.e., kept it on file), al-
though a large proportion of the items had in fact already been
retired to depositories of the Heeresarchiv Potsdam. There
accession numbers were assigned and stamped or written on the
covers in the order received, and the records were then cata-
loged by unit in the so-called "Potsdam Catalog." By the time
the records reached the United States, they were in rough ar-
rangement by unit. The National Archives has retained this
system inherited from its various American predecessor organi-
zations, taking advantage of the circumstance that the original
Potsdam catalogs were acquired along with the seized field com-
mand records. The AHA and National Archives also followed this
arrangement in their joint and separate microfilm projects; how-
ever, some record items were filmed out of sequence because of
subsequent declassification or the discovery of previously mis-
laid or temporarily unavailable material, \̂ rhich accounts for the
occasional break in continuity of roll numbers in the Guides.
Record items not yet retired to the Heeresarchiv depositories
at the time of capture were assigned accession numbers above
75,000 by American custodians in extension of the original
Potsdam numbering scheme.

Considerable information on the fate of Germany's military
archives during World War II, including documentation of efforts
to reconstruct records destroyed in several wartime fires, may be
found in the files of the Chef des Heeresarchivs, OKH, filmed as
Microcopy T-78, Rolls 1-38 and described in Guide No. 12 of this
series.

Although the records of these corps have been filmed selectively,
the war journals (Kriegstagebuecher) and activity reports (Taetig-
keitsberichte) and their annexes (Anlagen) of the Operations (la)
and Intelligence (Ic) staff sections, wherever available, were
filmed in entirety. Records of the Supply, Personnel, Adminis-
trative, Medical, and Veterinary and other staff sections assigned
to corps headquarters were filmed only for those units whose opera*
tions and intelligence files were incomplete or missing. Map an-
nexes (Kartenanlagen) consisting exclusively of large maps diffi-
cult to put on microfilm were generally omitted; maps interspersed
among and integrated with the textual records were filmed in sev-
eral overlapping sections, which, along with the loss of color
markings, detracts considerably from their value and ease of use,

A unit history precedes the file item listing for each corps.
These histories are a revised and expanded form of the shorter
unit histories filmed at the beginning of every roll reproduc-
ing the records of each unit. The unit histories are based on
information found in the records, in the Potsdam catalogs, and
on contemporary German daily situation maps, supplementing or
correcting the brief histories given in the Order of Battle of
the German Army. War Department, Washington, March 1945. . ,A
data card describing each filmed record item has been filmed
immediately preceding the folder it describes, and the cards
for all folders on one roll of film are again filmed as a find-
ing aid at the beginning of that roll. The information con-
tained on these cards was used as a reference in compiling
descriptive entries for the Guide, but considerable revision

was undertaken because so many of these card descriptions were
prepared hastily to maintain pace with filming and restitution
schedules.

The term "Roll" in the Guide refers to the sequence of the film;
"1st Frame" gives the frame number of the first page of the fold-
er; "Item No." is the identification symbol on the original
folder. The "Item" provides (a) the abbreviation of the staff
section that originated the document, (b) the title appearing on
the folder cover, and (c) additional information providing a
general description of the contents. The inclusive dates of the
file item are given under a "Date" column.

The original records, filmed and unfilmed, have been returned to
the Federal Republic of Germany for deposit in the Bundesarchiv-
Militaerarchiv in Freiburg. The master negatives of Microfilm
Publication T314 have been deposited with the Publications Sales
Branch, National Archives, Washington, DC 204-08, from which
copies of specific rolls may be purchased. Reference copies may
be consulted in the microfilm reading room of the National Archives.
For suggestions for citing microfilm see page 222.

RECORDS OF GERMAN FIELD COMMANDS: CORPS (Part VII)

I. Armeekorps (I Army Corps)

The I. Armeekorps was formed in 1934 as a Corps and Corps-area
headquarters by expansion of the 1. Infanterie-Division of the
old Reichswehr in Elbing, Uehrkreis I. During August 1939 the
Corps was active in training and preparations for the campaign
against Poland in Allenstein and Insterburg, East Prussia. On
September 1, 1939, it took part in the invasion of Poland, ad-
vanced to Warsaw from the north, and participated in the capture
of Warsaw. After the Polish campaign, between October 13 and
29, 1939> it transferred to the Ruhr area (Solingen and Diissel-
dorf) for maneuvers and preparations for the western campaign.
On May 11, 1940, the Corps crossed the border west of Heinsberg
into Holland, southwest to Linsmeau, advancing through Ligny}
Chateau-le-Cauroy, Chatres, Dreux, and Chau-Ternay, reaching
La Rochelle when hostilities ceased on June 25, 1940. On July
2, 1940, it was transferred to Biarritz for occupation and coast-
al security duties along the Bay of Biscay and border security
on the French-Spanish border. The Corps entrained for Elbing,
East Prussia, on September 8, 1940, for reorganization, training,
and preparation for the campaign against Russia, On June 22, 1941,
the Corps participated in the invasion of Russia from the Tilsit
area on the northern front. It advanced through Lithuania and
Latvia, captured the city of Riga, advanced east through Latvia
to Pskov, to Shimsk on Lake Ilmen, north to Novgorod, to Chudovo
on the Volkhov River, and to Lyuban. On October 29, 1941, the
I. Armeekorps headquarters remained at Lyuban while operational
elements advanced northeast toward Lake Ladoga under "Gruppe

WolchoWj" which was part of the I. Armeekorps during this opera-
tion. Between October 1941 and September 1943, the Corps was
continuously engaged in position defense along the Volkhov and
Tigoda Rivers northeast and southeast of Chudovo. During
July 1943 it took part in Operation "Fackel" (counterattacks
and flanking movements to prevent a Russian breakthrough on
the. Volkhov River between Chudovo and Novgorod). During early
October 1943 the Corps transferred to"Pechory-near Pskov for
reorganization and rehabilitation; later moving7to the Nevel
area to stop a Russian breakthrough bet\/een Nevel and Gorodok,
where it was engaged in defensive operations during the fall
and winter months of 1943-44- .During May 1944, when the. Rus-
sians broke through German defenses between Gorodok and Vitebsk,
the Corps retreated southwest to ~bhe Polotsk area'and engaged in
construction of fortifications and defensive operations until
July 1944, at which time it withdrew northwest to Daugavpils
(Diinaburg) and Jelgava (Mitau). From August 1 to mid-September
1944, the Corps took part in Operation "Ludendorff" (AOK 16
operation to stop the Russian breakthrough between Jelgava and
Riga). During October it withdrew toward the Baltic Sea coast
to the Saldus (Frauenburg) area. The Russians broke through to
the Baltic Sea in the Palanga area on October 10, 1944, and cut
off the escape route of AOK 16 and IS in Latvia. From October
1944 until the latter part of January 1945, the Corps was engaged
in partisan warfare and in the "Kurland" battles between Saldus
and Lepaya

LII. Armeekorps (LIT Army Corps)

The LII. Armeekorps was formed during August 1940. From April
to early June 194-1 it was located in Krynica, in southern Poland;
during June 194-1 it transferred to Przemysl for preparation of
Operation "Barbarossa" (invasion of Russia), and from June 22,
194-1 > it was engaged in offensive operations in the southern
sector of the eastern front. The Corps advanced to the Dnieper '
River south of Kiev and participated in the encirclement of Kiev
during September 1941 After the battle of Kiev it was engaged
in offensive operations southeast to Poltava, Krasnograd5 and
Izyum on the Donets River, and from December 194-1 to June 194-2
it advanced to Kramtorsk, Konstantinovka, and Gorlovka, From
July to December 194-2 the Corps advanced southeast to Krasnyy
Sulin, crossed the Don River east of Rostov, then advanced south
to Salsk, Budennovsk> Georgievsk, Mozdok, Terek, and Vinogradnoye
in the Caucasus Mountains south of the Terek River. During

January 194-3 it began to retreat from the Caucasus Mountains
to Terek, Aleksandrovskoye, Voroshilovsk, Kazanskaya on the
Kuban River5 to the Starovelichkovskaya area, and during Febru-
ary it withdrew to the Krasnoarmeyskaya and Slavyanskaya areas,
The Corps was airlifted out of the Kuban bridgehead, I larch 4 - 8;
194-3, flown to the Sumy area northwest of Kharkov, and reorga-
nized with the 57.; 255., and 332. Infanterie-Divisionen which
were formerly with the XLI. Panzerkorps. It participated in de-
fensive operations in the Lebedin area and then prepared for
Operation "Zitadelle" (offensive in the Kursk and Kharkov areas
during July 1943). After this offensive the Corps was engaged
in defensive and retreat operations between Poltava and Kharkov;
to the Dnieper River. It was in the Krivoi Rog area .01 February
194-4- From March to June 30, 1944; it withdrew to the area
northwest of Odessa, suffering heavy losses during the withdrawal.

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The LVI.Panzerkorps was formed in late 1940 as the LVI. Armee-
korps (mot). In June 194-1 it was in Kernel and took part in the
invasion of Russia on June 22 as part of Panzergruppe 4 in
Heeresgruppe Nord. The Corps advanced northeast through Lithu-
ania and Latvia to Opochka, Shimsk on Lake Ilmen, and Luga.
During August 1941 it moved southeast to Staraya Russa, crossed
the Lovat and Pola Rivers, and advanced to Demyansk and Torzhok
northwest of Kalinin.

LVII. Panzerkorps (LVII Panzer Corps)

Fanzerkorps was formed as the LVII. Armeekorps (mot)
in Munich;, Wehrkreis VII, on February 15, 1941. Between March
and June 1941 the Corps transferred from Munich, via Cham, Pil-
sen, Prague, Hirschberg, and Nidzica, to Suualki near the Lithu-
anian border to prepare for Operation "Barbarossa" (invasion of
Russia). On June 22, 1941 > it began its advance in the central
sector of the eastern front from Sejny to Vilna, took part in
the encirclement battle of Musk, then advanced north to Disna,
Polotsk, Gorodok, Nevel, Kholm, and Demyansk, south to Smolensk,
east to Roslavl, Yukhnov, Medyn, and to the Nara River near Naro-
Fominsk southwest of Moscow. During January 1942 the Corps began
to withdraw to Maloyaroslavets and took part in defensive opera-
tions east of Medyn and in the Yukhnov area along the Ugra River.
On March 15, 1942, it transferred via Roslavl to Mogilev and was
engaged in the rehabilitation and reorganization of units for re-
placements in the central sector. At this time it was known as
Auffrischungsstab 141tte. Between June 27 and July 4, 1942, the
Corps transferred from Mogilev, via Kharkov, to Stalino in the
southern sector to take over the functions of Gruppe von Wieters-
heim, then participated in offensive operations from the Artemovka
area toward Rostov as Gruppe Kirchner, crossed the Don River east

of Rostov, and moved south toward Olginskaya, Mechetinskaya,
Peschanokopskoye, and Kropotkin on the Kuban River in the
Caucasus. It entrained in Krasnodar on November 30, 1942,
for movement, via Tikhorets and Salsk, to Kuberle and combat
engagements northeast of Kotelnikovski where Russian forces
broke through the 4th Rumanian Army defense lines southwest of
Stalingrad, resulting in the encirclement of AOK 6. Between
December 1942 and February 1943 the Corps retreated from the
Kuberle area across the Manych Canal to Salsk, northwest to
Olginskaya, across the Don River at Rostov, west to Dneprope-
trovsk, and took part in defensive actions along the Donets River
in the Izyum area until July 1943. During July 1943 it partici-
pated in Operation "Zitadelle" (last large-scale German offen-
sive on the eastern front, in the Kharkov and Kursk areas and
along the Donets River south of Kharkov). From July to Decem-
ber 1943 it withdrew across the Dnieper River between Dneprope-
trovsk and Zaporozhe to the Krivoi Rog area, and during this
period the LVII. Pz.K. was again known as Gruppe Kirchner.
From January to June 1944 it retreated from the Krivoi Rog area
to the Rumanian border in the vicinity of Bacau on the Siret
River.

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The LIX. Armeekorps was activated as the Hoheres Kommando z.b.V.
LIX in Lubeck, Wehrkreis X, on October 16, 1940, and between
October 28 and November 1, 194-0, was transferred via Uelzen,
Gottingen, Marburg, Koblenz, Trier, Epernay, and Paris, to Orleans
for occupation duties and training. Between March 2 and 8, 1941?

222 SUGGESTIONS FOR CITING MICROFILM OF CAPTURED GERMAN AND RELATED RECORDS
IN THE NATIONAL ARCHIVES OF THE UNITED STATES

The National Archives and Records Service is frequently asked to provide recommendations regarding Information to be included in footnotes
or other references to records among its holdings. The following suggestions should serve this purpose and also help our staff in locating
the records thus cited.

Records
Because of the great variety and complexity of some archival material, there are no convenient models that would be applicable to all records.
The initial citation, however, might consist of those of the following elements applicable in each instance: item, file unit, or subseries,
series title, originating office (and the administrative units of which that office is a part) name of collection or record group number
and title, and depository. Except for placing the cited item first, there is no general agreement on the sequence of the remaining elements
in the citation. Publishers, professional journals, and graduate faculties all prescribe their own style. Whatever sequence is adopted, how-
ever, should be used consistently throughout the same work. If in doubt, the researcher should confer with an archivist regarding elements
that may be necessary to identify adequately specific records being cited.

Microfilm Publications
Citation to records reproduced in National Archives microfilm publications should provide, in general, the same information as suggested above,
but with sufficient additional information to identify the particular microfilm publication as well as roll and frame numbers, if applicable.

Microfilm publications of foreign records seized during World War II involve such peculiarities of identification that largely individualized
suggested systems of citation have been developed for them. The following examples suggest both a form of initial citation and of subsequent
citations of the same document for each of five major microfilm projects reproducing captured German and related records; the form for the
bibliography, which is not illustrated below, could be some appropriate modification of the initial citation, but should also include the
National Archives record group title and number, i.e., National Archives Collection of World War II War Crimes Records (Nuernberg), Record
Group 238, and the number of the microfilm publication; or National Archives Collection of Foreign Records Seized 1941- , Record Group 242,
and the number of the microfilm publication.

The serial number is the essential identification, whether the serial is of the interchangeable unlettered or H serials, or of the B,C,F,K,L
and M serials. The terms reel, container or roll are acceptable variations, with the last preferred by the National Archives. With the
Tripartite Project microfilm, National Archives Microfilm Publication T120, it is imperative to distinguish between serial and roll numbers,
and the Catalog of Files and Microfilm of the German Foreign Ministry Archives, 1920-1945, 4 vols., has as a supplement to each volume, a
National Archives serial-roll conversion list. The Public Records Office in London uses the same serial and frame numbers, although not
always the same roll numbers, and the microfilm publication symbols GFM 2-5 instead of T120, to identify the Tripartite Project microfilm.
The other Whaddon Hall microfilm projects use the same number for serial and roll, as the SA (Saint Antony's College project) serial example,
given above, indicates; the National Archives has substituted microfilm publication number for project symbols.
